Agrippina was composed for the 1709-10 carnival season in Venice and is the second opera Handel wrote in Italy; the witty and complex libretto is by Cardial Vincenzo Gimani. The opera revolves around Agrippina  who is plotting the downfall of her husband, the Roman Emperor Claudius, as she attempts to secure their son Nero’s accession to the throne.  Opera McGill’s production of Agrippina is set in modern day New York City and is inspired by the television series “Dirty, Sexy, Money” which starred Donald Sutherland. This production marks the debut of the Opera McGill season.
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
